Directions for Experiment Procedure

The experiment procedure is an important part of your Research Plan, which must accompany your final project.  The Research Plan is also a part of your online Student Checklist (form 1A).  

Include the following information:

1) a detailed, step-by-step description of all procedures you will use to collect data in order to answer your problem.  This is your experimental design.  It is similar to a recipe in that EVERY step must be included.

2) a description of the procedures you will use to analyze the data you collect.  

You will hand in your experiment procedure on Wednesday, 11/30.  By this time, you have probably already formulated this plan, either in your head or on paper.  Now is the time to write it up in a formal way.  You must complete the experiment procedure on a computer so it can be cut and pasted onto the online Research Plan after approval.  Be sure to check spelling and grammar!  
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
