SCIENCE FAIR PROJECT REPORT

Don’t worry - as long as you’ve been keeping up with your logbook, the report doesn’t require much more work than just some cutting and pasting.  Here’s what it should include:

1) Title page - includes: the title of your project, your grade, your school name, and the date.  DO NOT include your name!  

2) Abstract

3) Table of contents for the report

4)  Problem/question 

5)  Hypothesis

6)  Research (Don’t separate your before hypothesis and after hypothesis research in the report.  Put your research together so it makes sense and has a logical flow to it.

7)  Materials and procedure - in bullet form

8)  Data/results analysis - use tables, charts, and graphs as appropriate

9)  Conclusion - What did this project teach you?  Did your hypothesis prove to be true or not?  If your project did not work, what do you think causes the problems?  Did the project give you ideas for further research?  

10)  Acknowledgements

11) List of works cited (citations)  

· Your final report will be several pages long, but don't be overwhelmed! Most of the sections are made up of information that you have already written. Gather up the information for each section and type it in your computer if you haven't already.

· Save your document often! You do not want to work hard getting something written the perfect way, only to have your computer crash and the information lost. Frequent file saving could save you a lot of trouble!

· Remember to do a spelling and grammar check. Also, have a few people proofread your final report. They may have some helpful comments! 

· Bring the report with you to school on 2/27 when you bring your project.
